The Greenwood County School District 52 continues its efforts to enhance communication with parent(s)/guardian(s). To this end, as of January 12th, you will have the ability to view your child's grades, attendance and other information securely via the Internet using the PowerSchool Parent Portal.

You must contact your school’s main office to obtain a username and I.D. for each student. Each
parent/guardian will be required to visit their child’s school with photo identification to sign an agreement which will result in the distribution of a username and I.D.

Each child will have a unique username and password assigned to their records. Please keep your password(s) confidential so only you will have access to the information. If at any time you believe your password has been compromised, or if you do not want access to your child’s records through the Parent Portal, please contact your child’s school.

Grades will be posted on the Parent Portal by the teachers. Grades will be posted by the teachers after they have adequate time to grade and post scores.  Keep in mind that larger projects may require additional time.  Occasionally, a missed keystroke may alter the information.  If something looks incorrect, please email the teacher or call the school office.  Parent(s)/guardian(s) should use the information on the Parent Portal to talk with their children about their progress at school. If you have any problems gaining access to the Parent Portal, please contact your school’s office.
